Then there are special circumstances that we want to tell 
everyone about immediately such as a dance cancellation due to severe weather or last 
minute change of dance location. Now we have a way to do this - YAHOO GROUPS. 

YAHOO GROUPS is a website that caters to special interest groups. We have created one 
called "SQUAREDANCECHICAGO". Anyone can join after being approved by a moderator. 
Once a member, they can visit the website to see what information has been posted by 
members, and if necessary, send out notifications to those members that have elected to 
received them. 

If you would like to participate, join the group and select the options of how you would like 
to be notified of messages that get posted.
